Action For Kids’ (AFK) mission is to help children and young people with learning difficulties and disabilities, and their families, to find a greater level of independence and opportunity through the provision of appropriate aid and support.

We do this in three main ways: 

Helpline and Family Support Services

We recognise that there is very little support available to parents, carers and families of disabled children. We provide a national helpline, offering practical and emotional information and support with the opportunity to speak to someone who will listen and understand the day-to-day problems that these families face.  

Mobility Equipment Provision and Maintenance Service

We provide specialist mobility equipment to children and young people from 2 to 26 years old in local communities across the UK. The wheelchairs, walkers and trikes that we provide are not just pieces of equipment but are the key to a world of independence, play and inclusion for the young people and their families.
Work Related Learning (WRL) Services 

These services provide work experience for disabled young people and those who take part in these services come for all different reasons.  Some may have learning difficulties and can benefit from computer, reading or writing practise.  Some have communication difficulties and can gain so much simply by being around other young people in a safe work environment.  They also gain in so many more ways from greater confidence, learning new computer skills, working as a team, making new friends and importantly, having fun!

Some stats…
· In 2005/2006 the AFK helpline made and received nearly 9,000 support service calls.

· In 2005/2006 we provided 93 pieces of equipment to disabled children and young people

· The average waiting time for provision of equipment is just six months.

· In 2005/2006 1,106 young people took part in our Work Related Learning Services.

· If 20 students took part in a skydive for AFK, at least £2,600 would be raised which is enough to buy a trike for a disabled child.
